Add an apostrophe only when it belongs to somebody or something

Belonging to the cat = cat’s

Belonging to the girl = girl’s

Belonging to the sea = sea’s
Possessive apostrophe with plurals

If the plural noun ends with an 
–s, just add an apostrophe, not another –s
Belonging to the brothers = brothers’

Belonging to the teachers = teachers’

If the plural noun doesn’t end with an –s, add an apostrophe and an –s
Belonging to the children = children’s

Belonging to everyone = everyone’s
